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EXCERPT FROM MINISTRY READING (THE KINGDOM CHAPTER 6):
THE GROWING OF CHRIST WITHIN US
BEING THE COMING OF THE KINGDOM

Many Christians have prayed the words Your kingdom come (6:10). Although we may have repeated the words Your kingdom 

come many times, the kingdom has not come because we are not poor in our spirit to receive Christ, nor are we pure in our heart 

toward God. No matter how many times you repeat this prayer, nothing will happen unless you are poor in spirit and pure in heart. 

If you pray, “Lord, Your kingdom come,” the Lord will ask, “How about your spirit? How about your heart?” He is not coming in an 

external way but in an internal way. He is not coming from the heavens but out from within your spirit and your heart.

In order to have the coming of the kingdom, Christ must be growing within us all the time. The growing of Christ within us is the 

coming of the kingdom. It is good to pray, “Your kingdom come,” but it is more practical to pray, “Lord, grow within me.” “Your 

kingdom come” may be no more than a religious formula. Although this prayer has been repeated by millions of Christians for 

more than nineteen hundred years, still the kingdom has not come. It is not difficult for the Lord to answer that prayer, but it is 

difficult for us to allow Him to grow within us. The coming of the kingdom is the growing of Christ within us. By being poor in our 

spirit and pure in our heart, we can give the Lord the ground to grow within us, and this growth will be the real coming of the 

kingdom. The more quickly we allow Him to grow in us, the more we hasten the coming of the kingdom.

Over 800 devices joined the Zoom call, and many were shared by 

multiple people. The meeting began with some very encouraging songs. I personally enjoyed the song “Just as I am”, 

which reminded me that God desires us to come to Him no matter what condition we are in. After the singing time, the 

brothers shared that Christ lives in us as our hope (Colossians 1:27). Although so many things are uncertain right now, 

we can always trust in God to be our anchor. At the end of the meeting, 85 people raised their hands to respond in 

prayer and receive the Lord. One of my friends joined the meeting and said that he was touched by Brother Marvin’s 

testimony of growing closer to the Lord and experiencing Him as joy in times of darkness. Praise the Lord for this gospel 

meeting!

Recently, I’ve been joining in on the 30 days of global prayer with some fellow companions. It’s been a good time!

I’ve 

also been touched by some of the fellowships posted regarding prayer. Like Daniel in the Old Testament, we want to be 

faithful channels of prayer and we want our prayers to count toward what God is working out in His move on the whole 

earth. Other times, my companions and I have simply used the prayer time to open up to one another about how we’re 

doing and about items in our life that need prayer. Those times have been so supplying and comforting to me. In these 

days, my lifeline has been prayer: prayer for God’s will to be done on earth as it is in heaven, prayer for the Lord to 

come quickly, praying the living word, prayer for fellowship, prayer to absorb God, prayer to contact God, just prayer.
